Dear County Commissioners:

You are likely already aware that Lakeside Community Council members Rex Boller and Brent Halls terms have expired as of the end of May.  There was only one candidate Craig Koontz who registered to run for the two open positions therefore by default, he will fill one of the positions leaving the other position vacant.  As our by-laws state, the council may recommend candidates to the Commissioners to fill open positions.  Therefore, we would like to provide the following two people for consideration for the remaining vacant position.
