In this case, the declaration of intent must

be filed with the election administrator, the declaration must be filed no later than 5 p.m. on the 26th day before the

election (April 12, 2012).

If an election is not held, the county governing body shall declare elected by acclamation each candidate who filed a

nominating petition for a position. If a nomination is not made for one or more trustee offices, the county governing

body shall appoint one or more trustees as necessary to fill those offices. A trustee taking office pursuant to this

subsection serves the trustee term of office as if that trustee had been elected.
